Economic Driver  

Crossroads of the American Revolution NHA 

generates $166.6 million in economic impact 

in the state of New Jersey.

Employment Generator  

The total employment impact of Crossroads of 

the American Revolution NHA in New Jersey is 

1,729 jobs.

Government Revenue Supporter  

In 2015-2016, Crossroads of the American 

Revolution NHA generated over $10.3 million 

in state and local tax revenue.

Tourist Attraction  

Approximately 900,000 visitors came to the 

various sites and attractions of the NHA in 

2015-2016 to experience the rich Revolutionary 

War history of the region.

OVERVIEW OF CROSSROADS  
OF THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION NHA

National Heritage Areas (NHA) are catalysts for 

economic development in the communities in which 

they are located. Established as a National Heritage 

Area (NHA) by Congress in 2006, Crossroads’ 

mission is to utilize the New Jersey’s Revolutionary 

heritage to inspire a sense of community pride, 

stewardship, and civic engagement .

Since its inception, Crossroads has served as 

an economic driver in the state of New Jersey, 

at tracting heritage tourism and the associated 

economic benefits , while still preserving the storied 

history of the region.

Crossroads is the only National Heritage Area in 

New Jersey; therefore, it is uniquely positioned to 

promote the state’s rich Revolutionary history and 

has done so through collaboration, marketing, and 

various program initiatives.

An independent third party, Tripp 

Umbach, was hired to conduct the 

economic impact study for Crossroads 

of the American Revolution NHA. Tripp 

Umbach has conducted more than 500 

customized economic impact studies 

for major corporations, healthcare 

organizations, universities, medical 

schools, and nonprofits throughout the 

world. Tripp Umbach has completed 

more than 20 economic impact studies 

for National Heritage Areas across the 

United States since 2012.

The research protocol used a 

conservative approach based on Tripp 

Umbach’s research, recommendations 

from prior National Heritage Area 

studies, and IMPLAN data and software.

To complete this study, Tripp Umbach 

collected primary data from Crossroads 

of the American Revolution NHA, 

including information on operational 

expenditures and tourism. Based 

upon these economic impact findings, 

regional economic impact projections 

were made contingent on extrapolations 

of organizational spending and visitor 

counts. Collection of tourism information 

relied greatly on visitor counts from 

heritage partner sites and visitor centers 

within the heritage area.
